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This course provides an essential and rigorous academic foundation for
Master's students seeking to specialize in the visual arts of Taiwan. It is
meticulously structured to deliver a comprehensive and critical
examination of Taiwanese art's historical trajectory, beginning with its
foundational expressions in prehistoric and aboriginal cultures. The
curriculum systematically navigates the evolution of visual art through
significant historical epochs, including the Joseon, Ming-Cheng, Qing
Dynasty, and Japanese colonial periods, culminating in an in-depth
analysis of post-war and contemporary artistic developments. Beyond a
mere chronological survey, this course critically engages with the seminal
artists, influential art movements, diverse media, and stylistic innovations
that define each era. A core objective is to cultivate a profound
understanding of the intricate interplay between artistic production and its
broader socio-cultural, political, and economic contexts. Students will
develop the capacity to interpret artworks not in isolation, but as vital
manifestations of historical forces and societal transformations. Crucially,

the program is designed to hone advanced art historical research
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proficiencies. Students will engage with a spectrum of methodological
approaches and theoretical frameworks, fostering independent critical
thinking and developing the sophisticated analytical skills requisite for
original scholarly contributions. This course prepares students to
undertake rigorous inquiry and contribute meaningfully to the discourse
surrounding Taiwanese art history.
